Mark your calendar for a weekend trip  to The Natural Gait !  

The Natural Gait is across the Iowa border about a half hour from  McGregor, 
Iowa. From Barneveld, it took me a  li ttle over 2 hours to  get there . You must 
have a current Coggins, plus a health  certificate for traveling out of state.  

They have wonderful facilities, including great trails, camping, log  cabins, a 
bunk house, covered outdoor stalls for the horses, a hu g outdoor arena, and 

a Cover All arena for inclement weather.  Go to their web site at 
thenaturalgait.com  for details and pictures.  The bunk rooms rent for $60 a 
night, $30 if you split it between 2  people. Ve ry small rooms, with bunk 

beds. There are 6 bunk rooms that  share a bathroom. Showers are in the 
building next door.   Below the  bunk rooms is the lodge kitchen/dining area. 

You can keep your food  in  their fridg e and use their cooking facilities, but not 
th e stove  (it's commercial, so insurance requires trained staff to use it).  They 
do have camping with electricity. Check their site for the cost.  They also have 

log cabins, which sleep up to 10 people, for $170 per  night, plus $10 extra 
per night for each pe rson beyond 2 people  (bedding cost, I'd guess).  The 

trails are fantastic, if you like wild flowers. Lots of river  crossings, hills & 
valleys, and no mosquitoes, not even at night!!   Also, the Yellow River State 
Park has lots more trails, and is only  10 mil es from the Natural Gait.   

Covered outdoor stalls are also available for either $20 or $25 per  night, 
Check their web site for the current amount..
